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Travelogue 
“Investigation” groups of 2-4 participants are built among the participants during the preparation meeting. Each group discuss their interests and priorities and choose 2-3 topics out of a list of general or comparative questions (1). Groups may choose the same topics. For each topic, a separate travelogue will be completed during the stay. The travelogue allows to formalise what they learned about their chosen topics. 1 hour time (average) will be allocated at the end of day to complete the travelogues, each day step by step. One or two persons among the group should take notes and compete the travelogue. The group together will act as journalists would do. If they are not satisfied about the information they have, they have the mission to continue to ask questions and collect more material. That method allows to concentrate on a limited area and not get overwhelmed with too much information. The group should give background information and explain as much as necessary so that the content can be understandable by an external. The travelogues should have at least a length of 2 – 3 pages. At the end of the stay, groups will present the main outcomes to each other. The travelogues will be collected and analysed by the staff mobility organisers.
